When I look really closely at something I am amazed by the beautiful shapes that become visible – like stepping into another world.” While her kids attended the Edmonds Homeschool Resource Center, she taught K-12 art classes, high school level art history and produced the annual school art show. Currently, she gives private lessons in her studio. 

Originally from Texas, Moore has lived in the Seattle area since 1990. She received her BA in art from West Texas State University, worked as an art conservation technician while in college and later studied painting at the Bruchion School in Los Angeles, CA. 
Moore is one of 41 artists in 19 studios on this year’s Edmonds Art Studio Tour. The studio tour offers lots of art to buy - paintings, prints, textile art, hand-thrown pottery, turned wood, fused glass, photography and lots more. The free, self-guided, weekend tour starts in the northernmost reaches of Edmonds and works its way south toward the city center.
